e The Family of Lightweight, Advanced, Mobile-
mounted, Electronic Attack Systems (FLAMES)
capability was the original intent of CESAS.

« FLAMESisintended to be afamily of scaleable
electronic attack systems for use within the
MAGTF.

*  FLAMESdid not do well in the 02 POM due to
scale and cost for afamily of EA systems.

e Theorigina requirement behind flames comes
from the replacement for the ULQ-19.

e TheULQ-19isthe only USMC ground EA
system and it dates to the Vietham era. The
ULQ-19 is capable of single channel jamming
from 20 to 79.95 MHz. Thislimited capability
negates any usefulnessin support of the current
conditions of the MAGTF.

» CESASisaresult of the scale-back of FLAMES
to the original requirement for a mobile ground
EA system.
