Subj: DECISION ON THE IMPLEMENTATION FOR DEVELOPING STRUCTURE 

FOR THE MARINE LIAISON ELEMENTS. 
 
 
1. BACKGROUND. The Command Element Advocacy Board has been considering the requirement for the 
MEF Marine Liaison Element. The MEF Headquarters Group Operational Advisory Group (OAG) in 
conjunction with MCCDC, WDID, Total Force Structure Division studied the issue, briefed the Command 
Element Advocate Board, and received approval on the mission statement, table of organization (T/0), and 
table of equipment (T/E). 
 
 
2. DISCUSSION. The following COAs were briefed to the Command Element Advocate board on 
23 May via VTC: 

 
 

a. COA 1. CMC authorizes CG, MCCDC (TFS) to increase the Marine Corps' structure to 
satisfy the stated requirement. 

 
 

b. COA 2. Apply saved structure from recent force structure initiatives to satisfy-the 
enlisted requirement. The officer delta competes in the Uncompensated Structure 
Review Process. 

 
 

c. COA 3. Develop a hybrid option that identifies essential structure to achieve critical 
MLE capabilities and field immediately with uncompensated growth. Field remaining 
capabilities as structure becomes available. 

 
 
The VTC ended before the board members could express their opinion. Following the VTC, the board 
members' positions were acquired through their Chiefs of Staffs. The results are dE~picted below.
