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Command Element Campaign Plan

This campaign plan establishes “the way ahead” for achieving the capability enhancements required for the command element to exercise command and control the Marine Air-Ground Task Force (MAGTF) in the conduct of Expeditionary Maneuver Warfare (EMW).  It provides the framework for achieving these capability enhancements by articulating the Command Element Advocate’s Vision and Functional Concept for the year 2015.  It then describes how the Expeditionary Force Development System will be employed to transition these envisioned enhancements into fielded capabilities within the operating forces.  It also describes how we will contribute to, and benefit from, Joint and Naval command and control developmental efforts.  

After establishing the context for capability development, this campaign plan focuses on its primary purpose: articulating the Command Element Advocate’s Input to the EMW Capabilities List (ECL).  Provided in annex format, it identifies the specific goals that support capability attainment, the initiatives currently underway to achieve them, and the organizations leading these respective efforts. 

The information published within this plan will be merged with input from the other Advocates to produce a consolidated ECL.   As promulgated by MCO 3900.15A, Expeditionary Force Development System, the consolidated ECL will then serve as the foundation for the Marine Corps Campaign Plan.  It is therefore anticipated that the information contained within this document will be further refined and revised after publication of the Marine Corps Campaign Plan.
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
