Rationale:  Completeness.  Although this concept states the need for robust networking that is “dependable in the face of degradation and/or attack,” it does not address the need for survivable C2 architectures capable of withstanding WMD or weapon of mass effect (WME) attack.  C2 architectures must degrade gracefully and provide survivable “thin-lines” even under the most stressing cases—to ensure our strategic deterrence efforts are perceived as credible by adversary leadership.  This is particularly important given the projected 2015 military environment (where WMD/E will continue to be available to both state and non-state actors).
