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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Subj:  Joint Protection Functional Concept (JP FC)

1. Purpose. Provide update and overview of the JP FC.                   

2. Recommended Marine Corps Position. CONCUR.


3. Background.  The Joint Chiefs of Staff identified five initial functional concepts to identify emerging capabilities across the domains of air, land, sea, and space.  Protection is one of the five. 

4. Discussion.  

a.  USMC concurred with the JP FC at the JCB.  The initial USMC review of the JP FC precipitated 3 critical comments about the former MCAs. The former MCAs outlined in the JP FC were Computer Network Defense, Air & Missile Defense, Personnel Protection, and Critical Asset Protection.  The Defense Adaptive Red Team (DART) review and report of 13 Oct 2003 recommended a fifth MCA, Maritime Defense. However, Maritime Defense was not added. This and the overall lack of maritime protection coverage in the JP FC was the foundation of two critical comments. Moreover, the Marine Corps (PP&O) took issue with all the MCAs as stated, the third critical comment. The recommendation was to drop Air and Missile Defense and restate the remaining 3 MCAs as Information Assurance, Physical Asset Protection, and Personal Protection. The Joint Staff concurred in all USMC critical comments and supported the Marine Corps Position at the Comments Resolution Conference. 

b. The current draft of the JP FC outlines 3 MCAs per the Marine Corps recommendation:

a. Protect Personnel
b. Protect Physical Assets
c. Protect Information
c.  In addition, maritime protection/defense is addressed in Chapter 6, “Mission Capability Areas” and Annex E, “Mission Capability Areas/Mission Capability Elements Matrix”.
